During the 16th century, a custom was developed by the Christians to make a pilgrimage to the church they considered as their spiritual mother on the 4th Sunday of Lent and pray there. This was either their Parish church or more often the diocesan Cathedral or the church where one was christened. Anyone who did this was commonly said to have gone “a-mothering”. It was a time of spiritual renewal when whole families gathered together to celebrate their faith.
Paganism, secularism and commercialism high-jacked the custom; visiting the mother church became mothers’ day. In the US and UK, Mothers day is one of the most commercially successful days of the year. According to the US National Restaurant Association, it is the most popular day for families to dine out at restaurants and to get money off them. As Christians and moreover many of us Christened, Confirmed and married here, St. Mary’s is our Spiritual Mother. Let us give Mothering Sunday its true meaning and celebrate it with joy as we look to the heavenly Jerusalem where we shall stay with the Lord .
