This weekend we celebrate the Feast of Divine Mercy. Christians from all over Coventry will come to our parish to invoke for God’s mercy and to rejoice for those moments when Mercy has vividly been manifested in our lives.

It is mightiest in the mightiest; it becomes the throned monarch better than his crown.  His scepter shows the force of temporal power.  The attributes to awe and majesty. It is enthroned in the heart of kings;  Mercy is an attribute of God Himself and earthly power doth show the likeness of God, when mercy seasons justice.”
