Solemnity of the Ascension of the Lord

Dear Parishioners,

I watched with delight and wonder on the TV the installation of our former Archbishop Vincent Nichols last Thursday as the 11th Archbishop of Westminster and I hope some of you did. Three things touched my heart, the first being when he knelt deeply in prayer at the entrance of the Cathedral. It reminds us that a church is not merely people but also a building a holy place of encounter between God and his people.
The second was his visit and prayer at the tomb of his predecessor Cardinal Basil Hume, reminding us that for us who believe in the life after death, the dead are alive and have their influence on us. The Archbishop must have asked Cardinal Hume to be with him and to support him in his new role.

The third thing was the presence of so many people especially the priests who came to welcome the new archbishop. That presence reminds us as Christians to love the leaders of our Church, to welcome, respect and support them in their work. The Catholic Church has survived the storm of heresy and schism because her members have endeavored to remain faithful to the teaching of the Bishops as successors of the Twelve Apostles no matter the sacrifices they had to make. No generation of Christians lived at ease or in total peace; there has always been some kind of martyrdom as something was achieved or lost in order to remain faithful. The best thing we can do for Archbishop Vincent is to give him our total support through prayers and whole hearted obedience as our spiritual leader.
