THE EUCHARIST OUR VIATICUM:

Dear Parishioners,

The seasons of our Christian calendar come and go, Easter will soon be here. We need to take note the seriousness and opportunity that these seasons offer us in our Christian pilgrimage. One simple lesson we can take is to be conscious of what we are doing when we stand in the presence of God in prayer, when we extend our hands or our tongues to receive Holy Communion. Can it be possible that in God’s plan this is my last Easter? As Christians we should learn not to take things for granted but take every event and indeed every moment of prayer as a providential final encounter with God. Fulfilling an obligation for its sake must be out of our Christian program. When you receive Holy Communion take that Host as your Viaticum! As you listen to the readings pay attention if you are listening to them for the first and very last time.   As your priest, whenever I celebrate Mass I pass my eyes around the congregation and a feeling comes in my heart let me celebrate this Mass as if it is my first Mass, my last Mass, and my only Mass. So too with you, pay great attention on the mysteries we are about to celebrate during these next few days.
