Dear Parishioners,

Today is the baptism of the Lord an important day to remember our own baptism too. Even though Jesus was without sin, he joined sinners and was baptized by John. At our baptism we received the call to follow Jesus, to be his close friends and to witness to his teaching by the kind of lifestyle that we live. For some people, baptism is one of the rituals that a baby has to undergo, a moment when a family can gather to celebrate the birth of a baby before its first year of birth. For those people everything ends there.

But baptism is far greater than that; it is the greatest gift a person can receive in life and it is the only gift that opens for us the gates of heaven as it makes us members of the church and children of God’s household. 
Baptism inaugurates a journey of faith, the witness to which must be expressed in our deep conviction that we are called to go beyond the externals of Christian behavior to the real essence of what makes a Christian one.

To help us evaluate ourselves whether we are living our baptism we could probably consider answering this question:

“If it was a crime to be a Christian, is there enough evidence in my life to secure a conviction beyond reasonable doubt that I’m  one”?
