Explanation of Holy Mass Continued:

Consecration: The Last Supper was not simply an ordinary meal, but an act of worship in a meal-form instituted by Moses. Devout Jews observed this whereby the head of the family said the prayer of praise and thanksgiving he would then take bread, bless it and break it.  He did the same with the cup. The gospel of Matthew describes the Last Supper in these words: “Jesus took bread and blessed it, he broke it and gave it to his disciples saying ‘Take it and eat, this is my body’” (Matt 26:26).  It was this action Jesus used to perpetuate his sacrifice on the cross. He took bread in the normal way broke it etc…, but added “this is my body which will be given up for you” He took the cup in the normal way but then added “this is the cup of my blood, the blood of the new covenant; it will be shed for you so that sins may be forgiven. Do it in memory of me.” 

Jesus has commanded us to break bread together (Sunday Mass) in memory of him. For a Christian to miss Sunday Mass is a great loss indeed as it is a moment which a follower of the Lord ought not to miss.
In the person of the priest (despite his own sins) Christ himself stands at the altar, takes bread breaks it and gives it to his people, the same with the cup. Christ is active in so far as it is by virtue of the authority deriving in him that the bread and wine in the hands of his priest become his body and blood.  A priest and only a priest has been given this power by the Lord. Let us love our priests, respect them and pray for them. As St Paul observed, ‘the mystery of our religion is very deep indeed’ 1Tim. 3:16.
