Explanation of Holy Mass continued:

Prayer over bread and wine:
The two prayers which accompany the offerings of bread and wine “Blessed are you Lord God of all creation through your goodness we have this bread to offer which earth has given and human hands have made……” are modeled after the Jewish blessing prayer (Blessed are you Lord God King of the Universe who caused bread to come forth from the earth,” (or over the wine)…”who gave us this fruit of the vine.” They praise God who gives us the food we eat. Jesus said this very prayer at the beginning of every meal. When he took bread and gave thanks it was these words he used.
Incensing the offerings and the people is an expressive sign recalling God’s holiness and our holiness too. As the incense is consumed in the hot charcoal causing smoke to rise heavenwards in fragrant cloud to God, we pray that in turn his blessing may descend upon us. Thus, our gifts to God and the people are incensed in an atmosphere of prayer and dedication.
Washing of hands: when we take part in something holy, we approach it with reverence. Thus the priest puts on special vestments and washes his hands because he is about to offer gifts to God on behalf of the people. Since the priest is unworthy and sinful man he privately says: Lord wash away my iniquity and cleanse me from my sin” Then he invites the people to pray.
