Celebrating 80 years of the Consecration of St. Mary’s Church:
Dear Parishioners our parish Church was established in 1893. It took parishioners that time 39 years to have it consecrated on Sunday 7th June 1932. We owe them gratitude for this place of prayer.  In 1and half years time (2012 – year of London Olympics), our church will be 80 years since its consecration. What return can we give to God for the graces received here over the years, for the baptisms, the marriages; the funerals and for the forgiveness of our sins that we have experienced?

Well I ask you that we prepare ourselves for the occasion both physically and spiritually.  The most pressing project that we have is the renewal of our vast flat roof estimated to cost £50.000! God has desired to have his name invoked here, to have the remission of our sins pronounced here and possibly to see some of us sent off in trust that God will raise our mortal bodies glorious and victorious on the last day. Let us do whatever we can to renew our church in view of the 80th anniversary of its consecration. 
When that time comes, we shall invite a number of bishops, priests and friends dear to the parish, but before that happens let us give  deep thought about the roof. Just as our predecessors handed over to us the care of this church, so should we endeavor to hand it over to the generations to come!
