Explanation of Holy Mass continued:

The Greeting:  When we meet in everyday life we begin with a form of a greeting. We have 3 forms of these at Mass; all taken from Scripture e.g.: The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, the love of God and fellowship of the Holy Spirit be with you all (2Cor. 13:14) or ‘The Lord be with you.’ They remind us that God is present among us assembled as we are.

Act of Penance:  or I confess Jesus tells us ‘before offering your gift go be reconciled with your brother (Matt. 5:24). Sin is not a private affair; it offends God and our neighbor. We are less worthy members of the whole Christian community, hence the need to reconcile with God and one another.  The absolution that follows is a true forgiveness of all venial sins.

The Gloria: Comes from a collection of Christian hymns used in the early church. It has three parts: (1) the song of the Angels on the night of nativity as recorded by Luke 2:14, (2) the praise of God as we address him by various tittles. (3) the invocation of Jesus Christ as Lord. The Gloria was intended as a festival song and came into Mass as recent as the 5th century to be sung above all at Christmas Mass.  By the 11th century it was being sung on all Sundays and important feasts during the year. That’s why we still omit it during weekday Masses and at seasons of Advent and Lent so as not to anticipate the joy of Sunday or the feast itself.   To be continued
