It is very saddening to see a calamity of such magnitude striking a poor country like Haiti. Listening to the media, you could get a feeling that the people of Haiti were to blame; because they have failed to organize themselves to create a stable democratic structure which has resulted into their living in such infrastructural poverty. The proximity of Haiti to the USA reminded me the parable of Lazarus and the rich man in the gospel of Luke 16:19-31.
From a Christian point of view, the proximity of Haiti (one of the poorest countries on planet earth and the poorest in the western hemisphere) to the USA (the richest country on planet Earth), reveals how that rich man has treated the poor Lazarus at his door for so many years. 
The parable does not tell that the rich man’s wealth was accumulated unjustly or that he was directly oppressing Lazarus. His judgment and condemnation were based exclusively on the fact that he was rich and able but he failed to share his wealth with those like Lazarus who lacked the basics for survival. God’s judgment was not based on anything the rich man did or on any political system he followed, rather on what he failed to do, namely to use his wealth so that others could have basic means for survival.

Thanks to the cameras and the TV, we can see what is happening elsewhere. If Haiti people live in such poverty, the parable draws a line as who has not done his duty to the other.
