Explanation of Holy Mass continued:

The Eucharistic Prayer: We have four Eucharistic prayers. At every Mass, the priest will use one. This is the most important part of the Mass, indeed the climax of the whole celebration. It starts with the dialogue before the Preface and ends with the priest holding both host and chalice together and say: “Through Him with Him in Him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit….” Its purpose is to praise and thank God for all he has done for us which is what the Greek work Eucharist means.

The first Eucharistic prayer the Roman Canon as it is known has been used since the 4th century. The 2nd E. prayer is short and clear, it was written by a Roman priest St. Hippolytus in 3rd Century. The 3rd E. Prayer is African in origin based on the Alexandrian Eucharistic prayer of St. Basil. 4th C.  The 4th E. prayer is more recent, but theologically rich as it is based on traditional material from oriental prayers.  
At one point the priest invites us saying “Lift up your hearts” and the people answer “we lift them up to the Lord.” Let us mean what we say so that God does not reproach us as he did the people of Old Testament “These people worship me with lip service but their hearts are far from me.”  The Priest continues “Let us give thanks to the Lord Our God” The people show their willingness to do this; “It is right to give him thanks and praise”. So, having lifted up our hearts, the priest alone says the prayer of thanksgiving before we respond with the Sanctus.                                          To be continued.
