Dear Parishioners, the understanding of the Day of Atonement Yom Kippur in Hebrew or Lenten Season by the prophet Joel 2:12-18 is relevant to us as we have begun this time of grace.

Lent means sorrow for sin and conversion of heart:

 Now, now- it is the Lord who speaks- “come back to me with all your heart, fasting, weeping, mourning. Let your hearts be broken, not your garments torn.” Turn to the Lord your God again for he is all tenderness and compassion, slow to anger rich in graciousness and ready to relent.  Who knows if the Lord will not turn again, will not relent or leave a blessing as he passes? 
Lent is a community activity calling on God’s mercy for sin.

          Sound the trumpet in Zion, order a fast! 
          Proclaim a solemn assembly, call the people together. 
          Summon the community, assemble the elders. 
          Gather the children, even the infants at the breast! 
Lent is a moment of self denial and intensive prayer:

          Let the bridegroom leave his bedroom 
          And the bride her alcove! 
          Between the sanctuary and the altar, let the priests, the ministers of
          the Lord lament. Let them say;’ Spare your people, Lord!  Do not
         make your heritage a thing of shame, a byword for the nations. Why
         should it be said among the nations, “Where is their God?”
