Dear Parishioners, the day of our Parish Penitential Service Monday March 29th is fast approaching. As we enter deeply into Lent, the readings continue to assure us that Jesus is very compassionate to a sinner who repents. The story of the prodigal Son last Sunday and today’s story of a woman caught in sin and how Jesus treated them gives us hope.

You might have known by now that our penitential service will start at 3:00pm with some preached meditation personal reflection and prayer. At 6:00pm individual confessions will begin and we shall conclude with Holy Mass for the forgiveness of Sin at 7:00pm. What are we going to do? We are not going to spend all that time talking about sin but about God’s love. If we can recognize God’s love for us if we can say yes there are things God has done in my life and family, then I can realize where I have failed to return love for love. This is where sin comes in and confession of it through the Sacrament of reconciliation. Let us put ourselves alongside God’s love and see where we need to ask for his forgiveness because we have missed the mark.

I wish to ask you my parishioners that we prepare for Easter by making a good confession. Let us examine our consciences, let us feel sorry for the sins we commit, let us mention those sins to Jesus present in the person of his priest, and let us make contrition. Sin is a serious matter, sadly enough the more we get used to it the less we feel the necessity for repentance! This sin of pride has made so many Christians to fall away from the Sacrament of Penance. Please remember this: Jesus is very compassionate towards sinners, he is far more eager to recreate the sinner than to condemn.  He will clothe us with dignity and respect so as to restore us to the ideal of sinning no more. This is the hour of God’s favor.
