Dear Parishioners, I wish to communicate to you some arrangements for the pastoral care of some members of our parish.

Last year we had a Holy Mass here which brought together families of parishioners who had lost their dear ones and whose funerals were conducted here in our church. It was a moment of sharing in each other’s loss and a time to conclude the mourning period. As Christians it is our duty to pray for the dead and to offer holy Masses for the repose of their souls (2nd Maccabees 12:38-45)
On October 10th 2010 at 4:00pm I’m inviting all the families who have had their loved ones buried from St. Mary’s to return so that we can have a memorial Mass together for them. Families will be expected to play an active role at this Mass; they will for example light a candle and process with it to the altar where they will place it.  At the end of the Mass, I will invite the families to meet in the hall for cups of tea, coffee and biscuits.
A second Holy Mass is organized for the sick, the elderly and housebound members of our parish on Sunday 26th September 2010 at 4:00pm.  Included within this Holy Mass will be the anointing with Holy Oil. The reason for this Mass will be to bring back  all our elderly , sick and housebound who used to come to St. Mary’s for Mass but can no longer do it due to ill health. It will be a moment to recognize their faithfulness and to catch up with each other. I invite you all to bring the sick members of your families to celebrate our faith in Christ’s healing ministry among us.  May I remind those who take Communion to the sick to inform our sick and housebound of this event. All those who are above 70 are encouraged to receive the holy anointing at this Mass even when they are not sick.  I will appreciate if you can inform me if you can volunteer to give a lift to any of the elderly parishioners to attend this Mass.
Is a parishioner sick or in hospital? Please inform the Parish Priest or one of the Sisters.  It is important that Catholics on admission to hospital tell their religion to be recorded and request a visit from the Catholic Chaplain.
Lists of the names of Pilgrims intending to go to welcome the Holy Father are on the notice board at the back of the church. Please make sure that your name is included, if your name does not appear, it means you will miss the event as all tickets have been booked.
