Solemnity of Christ the King
 22nd to 29th November 2009

Dear Parishioners 
Next Tuesday November 24th, 2009 at 7:00pm 29 children and 11 adult parishioners will receive the Sacrament of Confirmation here. We pray for them all.

This Sacrament was instituted by Christ himself on the day of his resurrection when he breathed on the apostles and said “Receive the Holy Spirit” Jn 21.22. Shocked by his death and fascinated by his resurrection, the apostles might not have understood what it meant! Therefore Jesus was to emphasize it by the miracle of Pentecost when the Spirit descended on them with mighty power. 

By the Sacrament of Confirmation, the baptized are more perfectly bound to the Church and enriched with a special strength of the Holy Spirit.  Hence they as true witnesses of Christ are more strictly obliged to spread and to defend the faith by word and deed.

The central act in this Sacrament is the imposition of hands on the candidate by the bishop, anointing with Holy Oil of Chrism accompanied by the words ‘be sealed with the gift of the Holy Spirit.’ This seal is a consecration, representing the safeguarding of the graces conferred on the Christian at Baptism by the Holy Spirit.

The minister of Confirmation is the bishop since each catholic bishop is a successor to the apostles, upon whom the Holy Spirit descended at Pentecost—the first Confirmation. The Acts of the Apostles mentions the apostles imparting the Holy Spirit to believers by the laying on of hands (Acts 8:15-17 and 19:6).  
In Uganda where baptisms are conferred to babies weeks or months after birth, confirmation day is the time when an individual personally makes a profession of the faith, repeats the baptismal promises and pledges to publicly defend the faith received. Please let us all pray for our candidates to confirmation. Let us too endeavor to turn up on Tuesday to witness their pledge, while asking God to renew the graces we received at our own confirmation day.  
Is a parishioner sick or in hospital? Please inform the Parish Priest or one of the Sisters.  It is important that Catholics on admission to hospital tell their religion to be recorded and request a visit from the Catholic Chaplain.
