Explanation of Holy Mass continued:

Liturgy of the Word: At each Mass there are at least 2 readings.  On Sundays there are 3 readings.  Vatican II teaches:  The treasures of the Bible are to be opened up more lavishly, so that a richer fare may be provided for the faithful at the table of God’s Word.
1. In the Readings God speaks to us; as whatever was written in the Bible was for our instruction.

2. The people portrayed in the Bible lived with same kind of human problem and difficulties as we have today. In speaking through them, God  speaks to us as well.

3. The events of the past have their meaning for us today.  As we listen to the readings we must ask ourselves what message God is addressing to us and judge our life by our confrontation with the Word.  In the Scriptures God himself speaks to us.  That’s why when the lector says   “This is the Word of the Lord” our response is ‘Thanks be to God” who has spoken to us through his Word.

The Homily: Is an explanation of God’s Word and it is centered on the timeless mystery of Christ.  A preacher who uses a homily to talk about his football team, best racing horse, or his holiday trip has lost direction.  It is not meant to entertain people with endless jokes and laughter or to attack parishioners who are his opponents.  Instead he must explain the meaning of the message and give the people a true understanding of it.
