Dear parishioners,

The conversion of St. Paul a feast which occurs on January 25th is preceded by eight days of prayer for the unity of all Christians. The reason for this in the mind of the church is obvious: Paul was the greatest threat the early Christians encountered. It was neither Pontius Pilate in the praetorium nor Caesar in Rome nor the Sanhedrin that threatened the first followers of Jesus but Saul (Paul) of Tarsus. The events that followed the martyrdom of Stephen do not make a pleasant reading. Paul laid waste the church. He travelled all over the known Christian world persecuting, arresting, imprisoning and possibly killing all those who believed in Jesus of Nazareth. His fatal horse accident and the voice of Jesus himself challenging his mission followed by Paul’s conversion brought great peace to the church. 

Paul became the greatest spokesperson of Jesus; the unshakable defender of his resurrection. We can say Paul is the first Christian who brought into the Church of Jesus Christ Jews and gentiles, citizens and slaves. There are  many things we can learn from Paul. It is not too late to get true conversion just as it is not too early to put it off for another day. 

An ideal parish for St. Paul would be more or less like St. Mary’s with members coming from many tongues and cultures. We are the fruits of St. Paul. Through baptism we have all clothed ourselves in Christ and there are no distinctions between Jew and Greek, slave and free, male and female, but we are all one in Christ Jesus (Gal. 3:28).
