Dear parishioners,
The travel ban which was imposed on British airspace few days ago caused anxieties to families, friends and to the trade industry. Man’s failure to subdue nature reminds us that we’re mere creatures no matter how great we may boast of our inventions. The natural forces should help us to know that there is a God who has absolute control over what he has created.

Travelers stranded in various parts of the world made incredible journeys crossing continents and countries in order to reach their homes. Indeed home as we know is a place of safety and love. Those who were at home were deeply worried about their loved ones out there, and prayed that they returned safely and as soon as it was possible.
Jesus taught us that we are on a pilgrimage, “I’m going to prepare a place for you and after I have gone and prepared you a place, I shall return to take you with me so that where I’m you may be too,” Jn 14:2-3.
