Dear Parishioners, Have you accumulated enough evidence to convict you?  Here at my holiday I attended a court hearing at which I was one of the judges. There were lots of accusations and counter accusations that it was difficult to find out fiction from fact.  Nevertheless as a judge it was my duty to conduct a fare trial, give each party a hearing, and pass sentence based on the evidence that could not be disputed.

In the course of the trial, some persons shed tears, others raised their voices pointing fingers and some cursed heaven while still some claimed innocence. Yet no behavior could attract my undue sympathy or derail my procedure, all I wanted was evidence which could be used either to convict or to free someone. Something struck my heart. Imagine this trial was being conducted to prove my being a faithful follower of Jesus Christ, would I have enough evidence to convict me as a Christian!  This question is very deep; the answer can be given individually and personally. Being a Christian goes beyond appearing in the company of Christians or fulfilling the letters of Christian laws. 

I believe that unless we become staunch Christians to a degree that nobody can prove the contrary we shall not produce enough evidence to qualify us  for heaven as followers of Christ. Lukewarm Christianity and merely external religiosity must be avoided. 

At the end of the trial, I dismissed the accused for lack of sufficient evidence, yet that did not mean that he was entirely innocent!
