Explanation of Holy Mass continued:

In this column, I wish to continue to explain to you my parishioners the Holy Mass. Let us help each other to understand and to appreciate the meaning of the mysteries that we celebrate when we gather in the Lord’s name. This Sunday we continue from the Preface: it is a prayer of proclamation, adoration, praise and thanksgiving to God. All this is done in different ways. Did you know that we have 80 Prefaces in the Missal? 

The Sanctus = Holy Holy Holy: is a continuation of the Preface. Here the Earthly pilgrim Church joins the Heavenly Church to praise God’s holiness. Its words come from the prophet Isaiah who had a vision of Seraphs crying out to one another, ‘holy, holy, holy is Yahweh Sabbaoth his glory fills the whole earth’ (Is. 6:3). The phrase ‘heaven and earth are full of your glory’ was added by the Christians to stress the point that it was not the temple in Jerusalem that echoed the holiness of God but the heavenly Jerusalem of the saints. The phrase “Blessed is he who comes….” Is taken from Ps 118 it refers to Jesus, for it is from heaven that he will come to save us. 
Soon after the Sanctus, a bell used to be rung to signal the approach of consecration. In medieval times bells in church towers were sounded so that those not present at Mass would pause to pray wherever they were. It is important that families with children at Mass endeavor to explain to them what is happening. Create in them a feeling that something is happening.
