Sunday Mass in 15 Minutes!

If I knew that my surgeon was going to make a major operation on me in 15 minutes, I would think twice. If I knew that the coach driver was to take us from Coventry to London in 15 minutes, I probably will not accept to be his passenger! If I knew that my marriage to him or to her was to last for 15 minutes and then hear him /her tell me ‘it is all over,’ I wouldn’t marry him /her. All of us need time when we come to very important and serious matters in life. 

Someone brought me an Irish paper praising a priest who is filling his parish church because he assured his parishioners that he’d celebrate the Sunday Mass within 15 minutes. This has excited and attracted so many people who flock into the pews to enjoy the comedy! For example from the reading of the gospel to the distribution of Holy Communion, the priest takes only two minutes according to the paper!  The person who brought the newspaper to me was proposing that St. Mary’s should adopt the same system in order to fill up the Church to overflowing as in the 1950’s 
The Holy Father met with the Bishops of Ireland few weeks ago, he has asked us to pray for the Church in that country. I believe that the behavior of that priest, adds to the pain of many Irish Catholics who value the Holy Mass so much to see it turned into comedy in the name of beating the 15minutes contest! Of course the media and those who hate the Catholic Church will be pleased to see how the mysteries of our faith are ridiculed and disgraced.
Be on your guard against the “wickedness and snares of the devil” The devil has many ways to make us observe the outward show of religion while rejecting the inner power of faith in what we do.  At St. Mary’s Parish we shall endeavor to keep all our Holy Masses within the hour. Out of 168 hours in a week, let us offer to God 1 hour for our Sunday Mass; the rest belongs to us.
