SWINE 'FLU ALART (From the Archdiocese)

There have been one or two enquiries about the risks of swine 'flu.  At the moment it is not necessary to make any liturgical changes.  The main advice is to follow good hygiene practice and stay at home if you suspect to have the bug. Communion received in the hand presents no risks. The Sign of Peace carries the greatest risk but it is not obligatory for the priest to invite people to share a sign of peace. On the part of the faithful the sharing of peace need not be a shake of hands (which is the risky element).  Again, there is a choice. Most people will make their own sensible decisions, but it would be wise not to exaggerate the threat at the moment.
