On May 6th, the people of United Kingdom will go to the polls to choose new leaders of the country. There is no doubt that many Christians will turn up on the material day to cast their vote. Some however might not feel interested to turn up either because they are disillusioned by politicians, or take politics to be a worldly dirty game. 

But look at it this way: during the past weeks of campaigning politicians have presented their manifestos which revealed their policies in case they came into Office No. 10. Do you agree with whatever has been said? Do the policies promote basic human rights and values? A Christian cannot ignore these policies without giving them a second thought.  For that reason turning up to vote on May 6th becomes a Christian Duty.
The Bishops Conference of England and Wales has established a Website link which parishioners might find helpful to consider when you are approached by parliamentary aspirants. While choosing our leaders (voting) is a Christian duty and a civil right, there are some points which you might need to consider as a Christian and which you would possibly like to know what opinion the candidate has about them. The questions are available online on http://www.catholicchurch.org.uk/catholic church/media centre/press releases/press releases 2010/issues and questions for parliamentary candidates. These questions also appear in the new edition of Faith Today.
The Church encourages us to go and vote. Let your voice be heard through the ballot box. It is an opportunity which cannot be ignored. If you ignore going to vote you will have thrown away a pearl of great value. It is your right, it is your duty, it is your country. I wish you all a peaceful polling day.
