After listening to the Word of God and the homily, we stand and profess our faith in what God has revealed.
 The Creed is a summary of what Christians believe. St. Ambrose teaches: ‘It is the spiritual seal, our hearts’ meditation and an ever-present guardian. The Creed is unquestionably the treasure of our soul.’  From the very beginning the Christians expressed and handed on their faith, believed and proclaimed everywhere. 

As your priest, I feel privileged to invite you to stand and  say the formula of our faith;  the Creed.  It makes us to be united with the whole Church to stand and pronounce what we believe.  The profession of faith we make at Mass was composed at the Council of Nicea (325 AD)  and became a baptismal formula recited by those about to be received into the church. The Creed is a resume of salvation history basically divided into three parts: the first talks of God the Father who created us, the second talks of God the Son, who redeemed us, and the third talks about God the Holy Spirit who sanctifies us.  I invite you to pronounce with pride what we believe and to feel humbled that small as we are, God has revealed this truth to us.
