Reflecting on the gospel, I could not understand why the people of Nazareth reacted angrily to Jesus in the synagogue. He was in his home village and I thought he would have enjoyed home support. But this was not the case, they wanted to lynch him. Why? It was because of what he said; he revealed the ugly reality of their lack of faith. While foreigners like the Syrian solider Naaman and a widow from Sidon believed in God’s power to provide and to save, the sons and daughters of God’s salvation had rejected it. They were stagnant in faith, taking salvation as their exclusive divine right. If you stir up a stagnant pond, a lot of mud will rise to the surface. This ugly example comes up with the villagers of Nazareth. 
Regrettably, religion sometimes brings out the worst in people. It makes them narrow in thought, prejudiced and more apt to hate and kill. This kind of monster still exits where people are afraid to face criticism and the truth. Religion can get distorted and turn into something repulsive such as fanaticism. Religion can become synonymous with narrow mindedness, small heartedness and intolerance. 
But only true religion can bring out the best in people, making them more understanding, tolerant and loving towards others. True religion liberates our hearts and minds and fosters harmonious relationship with others. Religion is beautiful when it has a face like this. The question each one of us must ask is: ‘What does my religion bring out of me’?
