Explanation of Holy Mass continued:

The Liturgy of the Eucharist: 
The celebration of Mass goes to the earliest times of the Church. We learn from the Acts of the Apostles that the followers of Jesus went as a body to the temple but met in their houses to break bread (Acts 2:46) in other words to celebrate the Mass. This section has three parts: preparation of gifts, Eucharistic prayer and the Communion Rite.

The bread used at Catholic Mass is “Unleavened” and made out of fine wheat flour.  The wine is from the fruit of the vine pure and unmixed with any foreign substance. These two fruits of the earth and work of human hands were used by Christ at the Last Supper and changed into his own body. The priest adds a little water in the wine and quietly says these words: ‘By the mystery of this water and wine may we come to share in the divinity of Christ who humbled himself to share in our humanity.’ This mixture of water and wine symbolizes the humanity and divinity of Christ. Just as wine receives the water in itself, Christ took to himself our human nature with all its sins.
Money Collection as part of the gifts is very ancient (1 Cor. 9:6-15) By the time of St. Cyprian (3rd Century) it was a general rule that the faithful should present gifts at the Sunday Mass. Each person should give what he/she can. The bringing of the offertory gifts is very important since what is offered symbolizes our personal offering to God.
