Through out the Catholic Church the three Sundays leading to Easter will be dedicated to the intensive preparation of the Catechumens who are either to be baptized or to be received into full communion with the Catholic Church during Easter. Liturgical ceremonies will be done step by step. The Church asks   her children already baptized to accompany the catechumens with prayer on their journey of faith.

The words are few but the mysteries they contain are great. They will be asked to “receive them with sincere heart and to be faithful to them.”

It is also a sign that you the parishioners are doing your best to put into your daily life the teaching of Christ. This has inspired other people to desire becoming his followers. For all these, let us thank the Lord.
