Dear Parishioners 
The readings this Sunday talk about the reward of generosity. In both the first reading and the gospel, we are reminded that the test of a gift is not what it amounts to in itself, but what its loss means to the giver. A gift given simply because there is too much of it does not carry the same weight as that one given out of the limited resources one has. In other words the Word of God tells us that we have to give what will cost us something. This is not just giving what we can live without but what we can not live without. This kind of giving hurts, but this is love in action. When the gift is as desperately needed by the giver as by the receiver- that is when our gift becomes a sacrifice.   
Jesus didn’t judge an offering by its size but by what it cost the giver. Some days ago a parishioner came to me and put a few pounds in my hands and said “Father I got a day’s job and here is my tithe (10 percent) to support God’s work. Looking at the person, I felt humbled because like the widow in today’s readings, this is all that the person had to live on. Such a case in my opinion is as much about trust in God as about generosity.

On 5th December we shall hold our parish bazaar at 2:00pm. Thanks to all those who are working to support the church in this way. It is when we do things together that we show that we belong. It is when we get involved that our presence is appreciated. It is through what we give that we survive. As a parish putting our heads, hearts and hands together to build our community will not impoverish but enrich us.    
Last week, I mentioned the connection between the parish and the school; one cannot survive without the other. You can not love one and hate the other. The parish cannot afford being without a school and the school cannot survive without the church, that’s why supporting the parish is a duty of every catholic family. And supporting the bazaar is a duty of every parent.
