Dear parishioners, in the next weeks, I will use this column to give explanations of the Holy Mass. There are rites we do whose meaning we possibly don’t understand. Please read this column to deepen our appreciation of Holy Mass in our Christian life.

Entrance hymn: expresses our joy as we gather for worship in God’s house. It unites us as a community singing God’s praises.

Kissing the Altar: by the priest goes far back as to the 4th century! It is a holy salutation of the Altar where the Eucharist is celebrated. The Altar represents Jesus Christ and should be revered. Around it we gather for the Supper of the Lord.
Incensing the Altar: is a rite of honor and a symbol of our prayers rising to God like incense (Ps. 141:2).  It recalls the presence and holiness of God. These days when people feel that the Mass lacks a feeling of sacredness it is important that we keep these ancient symbols; thus we incense the Altar, the Gospels, the gifts of bread and wine, the priest and people.

The sign of the Cross: We begin the Mass by making the Sign of the Cross together. It was at baptism that the priest first traced this sign on our foreheads, the sign of being a believer in Christ. This reminds us of Christ who died for us on the Cross; the Holy Trinity who created, saved and sanctified us  the Alpha and Omega. We sign ourselves to show that we are God’s chosen, a holy nation a people set apart. To be continued…….     Fr. Jimmy Lutwama. AJ. Parish Priest.
