Diocesan School Levy a Special Message:

 I received a letter from the Diocesan Bookkeeper which is interesting for everyone to know especially those parents with children in Catholic Schools but who never support the Church:

Dear Father,
Please see below the calculations of your parish levies for 2013. The quarterly payments will be deducted from your parish account on the following dates: 31st January, 30th April, 31st July and 31st October.  As last year, the diocesan Education Service Levy is calculated at 16.5% of your total offertories and the Curial Levy at 8.5% of offertories, making a total of 25%. The offertory figure on which this calculation is based is that of given in your financial report this time last year for 2011. Therefore the Diocesan Education Service (DES) and Curial Levy have been calculated as: Total offertories for 2011 were £32,876.97, 25% of which is £8219.24. This money will be taken from Parish account as levy by the diocese at quarterly deduction of £2,054.81.
What does this mean in practice?  First those parents who have children in the Catholic Schools but do not support the church or those functions through which the church raises money such as parish bazaar are not doing the right thing. Second 0.25 pence in every pound put on the collection plate goes to support our catholic Schools. I therefore ask you to realize the connection between the parish and the school. If you love the School for the education of your children, you cannot ignore to support the church which sponsors it. That is the truth.
